1. Visit http://www.assh.org and login by clicking on the “Sign In” link located in the upper left hand corner.  Forgot your login?  Contact the ASSH at meetings@assh.org. 

2. Once you are logged in, click on Information for Surgeons & Hand Care Professionals link and on the next page select “My CME” from the left hand menu. 

3. The following page will list your CME Transcript with all ASSH activities that you have participated in.  Click on the event name you wish to claim CME for and enter in the number of hours you are claiming for each session and press save.
4. Confirm the number of hours you are claiming and press continue to save.  Note: you will need to disable any pop-up blockers you may have to continue. 
5. There will be a delay while the system processes your request.  Please be patient!  You may have to wait up to 1 minute while the system updates your transcript.  
6.  When the transaction has been completed you will receive the message, “Your record has been updated.  To view and/or print a certificate click here.” Follow the link provide to print your CME Transcript.
