About the Self-Assessment Exam

The American Society for Surgery of the Hand offers
this annual exam as a convenient self-study exercise.
The exam is offered to hand and upper extremity care
professionals as a comprehensive review tool of basic
principles and can also be used by practicing clinicians
to stay abreast of new developments and concepts
within the specialty.

The examination covers diagnostic and therapeutic
problems, both surgical and nonoperative, basic science

knowledge, and fundamental principles of hand surgery.

The interpretation of the illustrative material (clinical
photographs and radiographs) is an integral part of
this examination. The 2010 examination consists of
the Question Book (Book 1) containing 150 questions,
and answer sheet, evaluation, and the Discussion Book
(Book 2) with preferred responses, discussion and
literature references.

Educational Objectives

- Detect and differentiate injury mechanisms,
pathologies, and applied anatomy associated with
upper extremity conditions treated by hand surgeons

- Differentiate and apply the range of conservative
and surgical treatment options to deal with
upper extremity problems that present to a hand
surgeon’s practice

- Develop informed, evidence-based clinical
decision practice options in the treatment of upper
extremity disorders

- Assess basic cognitive reasoning skills and clinical
aptitudes required of all hand surgeons in practice to
complete maintenance of certification

Submission Instructions

The American Society for Surgery of the Hand guarantees
anonymity of examination results. Remember to record your
examination number, as the scoring will be by number and
not by name. Please keep a copy of your answer sheet for your
record; originals cannot be returned. It is recommended that
answer sheets be mailed via overnight or second-day delivery
50 that the receipt of the score sheets can be verified.

Accreditation

The American Society for Surgery of the Hand is accredited by
the Accreditation Council for Continuing Medical Education
to provide continuing medical education for physicians.

Credit Hours

The ASSH designates this educational activity for a
maximum of 20.00 AMA PRA Category 1 Credits™.

Important: Only those who return a completed answer
sheet for computer scoring (postmarked no later than
June 11, 2010) will be eligible for CME. In addition, you
will receive the Discussion Book and a printout of your own
score—as compared to all examinees—in late July.

If you do not return your answer sheet for scoring, you
will not be eligible for AMA PRA Category 1 Credits™.
You will receive the Discussion Book, but you must compute
your own score and will not receive a comparison of your
score to the others who also took the examination.

Maintenance of Certification —
CME and Self-Assessment

ABOS

Orthopaedic surgeons must earn a minimum of 20

AMA PRA Category T Credits™ obtained for completion and
scoring of Self-Assessment Examinations (SAE) during a
three-year cycle.

ABPS

Plastic surgeons must earn at least 150 CME hours in three
years. C(ME credits must include: 60 hours in AMA PRA
Cateqory 1 Credits™; 50 hours in plastic surgery; 20 hours in
patient safety.

ABS

General surgeons must earn a minimum of 30 hours of
AMA PRA Category 1 Credits™ and 50 hours overall of
continuing medical education (CME) to be performed yearly
and verified every three years. Over the course of three
years, one-third of AMA PRA Category 1 Credits™ CME must
be a self-assessment activity.
